
The Judgment Seat of Christ

The judgment seat of Christ is a judgment of believerôs works 

for rewards, not for his sins.

This judgment takes place in heaven after the Rapture and 

can be seen in three passages:

Romans 14:10-12ñBut why doest thou judge thy brother? Or 

why doest thou set at naught thy brother? For we shall all stand 

before the judgment seat of Christ. For it is written, As I live, 

saith the Lord, every knee shall bow to me, and every tongue 

shall confess to God. So then every one of us shall give account 

of himself to God.ò
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The second passage provides the basisof this judgment in 2 

Corinthians 5:10ñFor we must all appear before the judgment 

seat of Christ; that every one may receive the things done in his 

body, according to that he hath done, whether it be good or bad.ò

The basis of this judgment will be believerôs works done in 

the body since he became a believer. It is not his sins, since 

they have been settled at the cross (Romans 8:1ñThere is 

therefore now no condemnation to them that are in Christ 

Jesus.ò)

It is not a matter of the believerôs sins, but a matter of reward 

on the basis of the believerôs deeds.
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The third passage is found in 1 Corinthians 3:10-15. Paul 

again points out the basis of the judgment is the works of the 

believer in verses 10-11: ñAccording to the grace of God which 

was given unto me, as a wise masterbuilderI laid a foundation; 

and another builds thereon. But let each man take heed how he 

builds thereon. For other foundation can no man lay than that 

which is laid, which is Jesus Christ.ò

This judgment is portrayed as building on a foundation that 

has already been laid, which is Jesus Christ; the judgment is 

based on how one has built on this foundation.

In verse 12this judgment of works will not be based upon 

quantity, but upon quality: ñBut if any man builds on the 

foundation gold, silver, costly stones, wood, hay, stubble.ò
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
