Apostasy is predicted in the latter days in 2 Thesssalonians 2:1-3: 
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gathering together unto him, 2 That ye be not soon shaken in mind, or be troubled, 
neither by spirit, nor by word, nor by letter as from us, as that the day of the Lord is 
at hand. 3 Let no man deceive you by any means: for that day shall not come, except 
there come a falling awayfirst, and that man of sin be revealed, the son of 
�S�H�U�G�L�W�L�R�Q���´
