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Evolution. Man simply evolved. Evolution is a process of change 
that progresses from the simple to the complex. It is the theory 
that man evolved from animals, and animals from less complex 
organisms.

The evidence needed to support this theory would be fossil evidence 
showing a gradual step by step development in the complexity of 
organisms down through the ages.  The actual fossil record shows 
that the Cambrian layer (the earliest geologic layer of the Paleozoic 
era) is marked by fossils of complex plants and every great animal 
type.  The billions of fossils found in the earliest layer of the earth 
are all of highly complex forms of life, and they suddenly appear 
with no signs of gradual development.
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
